7] ears " 1973 precipitately inter-
fbrﬁ:ﬂn rupted the flow of foreign

crude oil, making the
United States acutely aware of its depen-
dence on imports of petroleum crude.
The response to this threat to economic
and strategic security was equally dra-
matic and appeared in the form of a large
national program to develop technologies
for the production of alternative products
from domestic resources. As the largest
indigenous fossil fuel, coal became the
principal focus of these endeavors. Itwas
expected that eventually the traditional
market for coal as a solid fuel for heat and
power generation would be expanded to
include the production of transportation
fuels, chemicals and materials. As the
leading coal-producing state at that time,
Kentucky elected to make its own
contribution and embarked upon an

aggressive energy research and
demonstration program.

In response to Governor Wendell Ford’s
Special Energy Address of 1974, the
state created a $55 million Demonstra-
tion Trust Fund and constructed and
equipped one of the most complete and
sophisticated energy research laborato-
ries in the United States. A few years
later, Governor Julian Carroll autho-
rized construction, and the laboratory
was officially dedicated in July, 1977. In
just a few short years, Kentucky had
established the nation’s premier energy
research and demonstration program.
From these origins sprang the present-
day Center for Applied Energy Research
(CAER) at the University of Kentucky.

Priorities have changed since 1977, and
there is no longer a widespread interest
in coal conversion. Paradoxically, the

nation’s dependence on imported crude
has actually increased. In the future, we
will inevitably have to seek again tech-

nical solutions to meet our energy needs.

In spite of these changes in emphasis,
the Center has survived and prospered
through adapting and responding to the
problems faced by the energy industry

in Kentucky, the nation and in the world.

It is one of the few remaining organiza-
tions that retains expertise in fossil
energy science, and provides opportu-
nities for education and experience to
students and researchers.

In this anniversary year, | would like to
give credit and thanks for the Center’s
achievements to its excellent staff, who
are represented here by seven long-
serving members, to the vision and dedi-
cation of its founders, to the patronage
of industry and the government of
Kentucky, and last, but by no means
least, to the University of Kentucky for
its past and continuing steadfast support.

The 1997 International Ash Utilization Symposium
was held on October 20-22nd at the Hyatt Regency in Lexington. Attendance figures
surpassed the high numbers at the 1995 symposium, with 313 attendees from 20 countries,
and 101 presentations.
